SHORTER CATECHISM QUESTION 18

Q: Wherein consists the sinfulness of that estate whereinto man fell?

A: The sinfulness of that estate whereinto man fell consists in the guilt of Adam’s first sin, the want of
original righteousness, and the corruption of his whole nature, which is commonly called original sin;
together with all actual transgression which proceed from it.

Comments:

This answer tells us of the extent of the sinfulness which has been brought upon us through Adam’s
fall. It tells us that this sinfulness consists of two parts — the sin of our natures, and the sin of our lives.
The former is called original sin. The latter includes all the actual sins we commit. Original sin springs
directly from our connexion with Adam. Actual sin springs directly from our own evil hearts.

HUMBLE YOURSELF AND SEEK
GOD’S FACE

Traditionally many countries are known or being termed as Christian countries
but technically they are not anymore. Many people are born in Christian homes
but that do not qualify them to be called a Christian. What a shame that these
countries consist only a small fraction of Christians. Even then many of these so-
called Christians are only nominally practicing the faith. Few would still go to
church occasionally when they are in trouble or when they are sick. They hope
that by so doing God will bless them and solve their problems. Some literally go
to church for 3 times in their lives; at birth, marriage and at death.

Man abused this privilege of God given freewill to go against Him. Man takes
God’s kindness as weakness. We often join hands with the devil to rebel against
the commandments of the scripture. Take Balaam for example. He was a prophet
but a selfish one (Numbers 22-23). He was after money to work for the wicked
King Balak (also spelt as Balac) of Moab. He was promised a reward to curse
Israel. Though he had a bit of conscience in that he refused to curse Israel
however, the intend in accepting the offer of Balak was bad enough. Finally, he
enticed the Jews by casting a stumbling block in their path. He subtly undermined
the teaching of God by introducing cross marriage to divert the faith of the Jews.
Rev 2:14 But | (Jesus) have a few things against thee, because thou hast there
them that hold the doctrine of Balaam, who taught Balac to cast a stumbling block
before the children of Israel, to eat things sacrificed unto idols, and to commit
fornication. 2 Peter 2:15-16 refers to Balaam as “who loved the wages of
unrighteousness”.

When God’s word and instruction are challenged openly holy men will search the
scripture to rebuke. In doing so our knowledge grow deeper in studying the bible.
So, the world changed tactics like what Balaam did. Like Balaam the world applies
the soft approach instead of fighting the bible word for word heads on. Modern
teaching cast doubt on God’s word as did the serpent in the Garden of Eden.
Worse yet they do not teach just a plain lie but teach half-truths which is more
dangerous because many biblical scholars are caught unaware or some for
selfish reason propagate the half-truths, doubt and lies.

The world does not want to be accountable to God as the Creator of mankind, so
it devised the theory of evolution believing that we come from monkeys. What a
disgrace! | am not sure about theirs, but my ancestors do not come from
monkeys. They are decedents of Adam. God showed all the proofs of creation,
but the world would not believe it. Rather the rebels of God taught the theory of



evolution as “science” albeit that this has totally no proof. They often question as
to who was present when God created man. Well, God the Father, God the Son
and God the Holy Spirit were present. May | ask then to those evolutionists who
witnessed when a cell evolved into a being and who was present when the
monkey changed into a man. None indeed! They force their way through and
schools include erroneously evolution as science in the syllabus.
